3. Research Abstract (200 word maximum) 

4. Research Plan (maximum 3 pages). 

The research plan should include the following sections:

· Specific Aims
· Significance
· Innovation
· Preliminary data (not required)
· Description of Experimental Approach including outcomes
· Timeline for the research activities, manuscript preparation and extramural submission
· Pitfalls and alternatives. 
The description of approach should be explicit and sufficiently detailed to allow adequate evaluation.  Describe clearly the overall design, with consideration of statistical aspects and adequacy of controls.
Emphasize variables that will lead to success and the ability to replicate findings and data.
5. Literature cited (no page limit).

6. Detailed budget and justification (1 page each) (salary for Faculty or Graduate students is not allowed).

7. Project Timeline and Plans for Extramural Applications: (200 word maximum and chart to demonstrate timeline, see examples 1 and 2)
8. Current NIH format Biosketch for all key personnel and current and pending grant history including both internal and extramural funding
9. Facilities available to conduct research (1 page maximum)

10. Letter of departmental support from Chairman stating:
