PURPOSE: Review by members of the Radiation Safety Committee (RSC) is required to provide the IRB with expert opinions of the appropriateness, safety, dosimetry and relative risks concerning the use of ionizing radiation in research protocols involving human subjects. 

APPLICABILITY: Scans or procedures which expose human subjects to any amount of extra ionizing radiation for research purposes (i.e., above standard care) requires submission to and approval from the RSC. RSC review is not required when the use of ionizing radiation involves routine therapeutic or diagnostic procedures and exposure levels on people for whom these procedures would be considered part of their standard of care for an existing or suspected medical condition.

2. Include the nature, and number of additional procedures, and region(s) to be exposed to ionizing radiation in the IRB Application form (risks section).
